2. Composition / Information on ingredients

Chemical characteristics:


Softened thermoplastic compound based on styrene-butadiene-styrene copolymers.

Dangerous ingredients:

Does not contain any dangerous ingredients  (93/112/EWG).

3. Possible Dangers

On the analogy of similar materials a health risk is unlikely to arise from this substance if handled and used properly.

4. First aid measures

Normally only necessary with regard to thermic burn injuries or inhalation of fumes from the burning product. Same treatment as in the case of thermic burn injuries and combustion gases from burning wood.

After swallowing:  Do not cause the persons affected to vomit. Should any discomforts occur, consult doctor for advice.

Special notes for the doctor:  Symptomatic treatment or supporting therapy as indicated. In the event of a respiratory arrest or irregular respiration effect artificial respiration.

Dangers while processing:

Burn injuries constitute the most frequent sort of injuries arising during the hot process of thermo-

plastics. All polymers decompose at their processing temperature to some extent; this effect increases at a higher temperature. The type and quantity of the substances coming into existence during the decomposition depends very much on the prevailing conditions. It is therefore not possible to give an exact definition as to which particular substances may be released.
